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Investigation Leads to Five More Victims in David Braff Child Molestation Case

VENTURA, Calif. — District Attorney Erik Nasarenko announced today that additional charges have
been filed against David Lane Braff, Jr. (DOB 05/28/82), of Thousand Oaks, following an ongoing

investigation conducted by the District Attorney’s Bureau of Investigation.

On April 29, 2025, prosecutors filed an amended criminal complaint adding 14 new felony counts
of lewd acts upon a child under 14 years old related to five additional victims. Four of the new
victims were students at McKevett Elementary School in Santa Paula, where Braff worked as a
school counselor between 2015 and 2019. The fifth victim was allegedly abused between 2004

and 2005 while Braff was employed by the Conejo Recreation and Park District in Thousand Oaks.

The amended complaint brings the total number of charged victims to 13 and the total number of
charged violations to 31 counts of child molestation against male and female victims. Braff will be
arraigned on the amended complaint on May 21, 2025, at 1:30 p.m. in courtroom 12 of the Ventura

County Superior Court.

“The defendant is now accused of molesting even more young victims across multiple years and
locations,” said District Attorney Nasarenko. “Our investigators and prosecutors remain committed
to uncovering the full extent of this defendant’s crimes, and we urge anyone with information to

contact our office.”

Braff was originally arrested on November 22, 2024, and charged with 17 felony counts of lewd

acts upon a child under the age of 14. At the time, he was accused of molesting eight students at
McKevett Elementary School in Santa Paula between 2015 and 2019. Braff was employed as an
assistant principal and school counselor at Ingenium Charter Middle School in Los Angeles when
he was taken into custody. The initial charges also included allegations that Braff took advantage
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of a position of trust, preyed on particularly vulnerable victims, and committed the crimes with
planning and sophistication.

Braff’'s full employment history shows that he has held numerous positions working with children

The investigation remains active. Anyone who believes they may have been victimized by Braff, or
who witnessed suspicious conduct committed by him, is encouraged to contact Ventura County
District Attorney Investigator Greg Webb at (805) 477-1627.

Senior Deputy District Attorney Brent Nibecker, a member of the Sexual Assault Unit, continues to

prosecute the case.

Braff remains in custody at the Ventura County jail with bail set at $3 million.

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Investigacion Lleva a Cinco Victimas Mas en el Caso de David Braff por Abuso Infantil

VENTURA, Calif. — El Fiscal de Distrito Erik Nasarenko anunci6 hoy que se han presentado
cargos adicionales contra David Lane Braff, Jr. (FDN 05/28/82), de Thousand Oaks, como
resultado de la investigacion en curso llevada a cabo por el Departamento de Investigacion del

Fiscal de Distrito.

El 29 de abril de 2025, el fiscal presento una denuncia penal enmendada agregando 14 nuevas
felonias de actos lascivos a nifilos menores de 14 afos relacionadas con cinco victimas
adicionales. Cuatro de las nuevas victimas fueron estudiantes en la escuela primaria McKevett en
Santa Paula, donde Braff trabajé como concejero escolar entre el 2015 y 2019. La quinta victima
presuntamente fue abusada entre el 2004 y 2005 cuando Braff estuvo empleado en el Conejo

Recreation and Park District de Thousand Oaks.

Con esta enmienda el total de victimas relacionadas a los cargos son 13 y un total 31 cargos
presentados por abuso infantil de nifos y nifias. Braff sera presentado con la denuncia
enmendada el 21 de mayo, 2025, a la 1:30 p.m. en la sala 12 del Tribunal Superior del Condado

de Ventura.

“El acusado ahora enfrenta acusaciones de abusar de mas victimas menores a través de varios
afnos y lugares,” dijo el Fiscal de Distrito Nasarenko. “Nuestros investigadores y fiscales
permaneces comprometidos en descubrir la extension completa de los crimenes de este acusado,

y le pedimos a cualquier persona con informacion a que se comunique con nuestra oficina.”

Braff originalmente fue arrestado el 22 de noviembre de 2024, y se le presentaron 17 felonias de
actos lascivos a ninos menores de 14 anos. En ese entonces, fue acusado de abusar de ocho

estudiantes de la escuela preparatoria McKevett en Santa Paula entre 2015 y 2019. Cuando fue
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arrestado, Braff estaba empleado como subdirector y consejero escolar en Ingenium Charter
Middle School en Los Angeles. Los cargos iniciales también incluyeron alegaciones de que Braff
aprovecho su posicién de confianza, se aproveché de victimas particularmente vulnerables, y

cometié los crimenes con planeacién y sofisticacion.
